The George H. Scott Memorial Award

George H. Scott, a Procter & Gamble scientist who gained worldwide respect for his tireless efforts and contributions in the fields of human and environmental toxicology is remembered through an annual award established by The Toxicology Forum in 1983.  His unfailing support of the Forum in its early days played a major role in its success.  The award is given to those who have demonstrated an outstanding role in developing and applying the science of toxicology and honors the memory of George Scott.  


2011 Recipient Lewis Smith

[bookmark: OLE_LINK1]Lewis began his career in 1971 working on a number of toxicological research projects for ICI and was ultimately appointed Head of the Biochemical Toxicology Department in the Central Toxicology Laboratory (CTL) at Alderley Park, Cheshire.  In 1991, he left ICI to become Professor of Biochemical Toxicology at the University of Leicester and Director of both the Medical Research Council’s Institute for Environment and Health and the MRC Toxicology Unit.  Lewis has published well over 100 articles, papers or book chapters on various aspects of the mechanism of toxicity of drugs, pesticides and industrial chemicals.  In 1998, he returned to Alderley Park as Director of Zeneca’s (was ICI) CTL.  After Zeneca merged with Astra in 1999, the biotech and agroscience businesses of AstraZeneca and Novartis were hived off and merged to form Syngenta.  In Syngenta, Lewis was initially Head of Health Assessment and Environmental Sciences and then became Global Head of Regulatory Sciences and Global Head of Development in Basel, Switzerland.  Lewis returned to the UK at the end of April 2009 and is now working with the University of Leicester and the MRC Toxicology to help establish a Centre for Translational Therapeutics.
